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DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS: The Pearland Farms Section Two subdivision satisfies the
minimum size as required by the Unified Development Code for the R-2 (Single-Family
Residential-2) Zoning District. The minimum sized lot within this subdivision is of 7,000
square feet, which is the minimum size allowed in this Zoning District. The minimum width
is also satisfied within in the single-family residential subdivision, as all lots are over 70-foot
in width. The average lot width and size of this subdivision is over the minimum
requirements for the R-2 (Single Family Residential) Zoning District.

R-2 (Single-Family Residential-2) — Size of Lot Requirements.

PLATTING STATUS: This Final Plat of Pearland Farms will be approved after the
infrastructure for the subdivision is accepted by the City of Pearland. As of this report the
required infrastructure has not been accepted.

PLATTING HISTORY: The Preliminary Plat for Pearland Farms Section Two was
submitted on June, 23 2010 and approved by the Planning and Zoning Commission on
July, 23 2010. An Extension of Time was approved for two additional years at the June 18,
2012 Planning and Zoning Commission. The Preliminary Plat for Pearland Farms Section
will now expire on June 23, 2014.

CONFORMANCE WITH THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN: This subdivision will have
access from Veterans Drive, a 100-foot Secondary Collector and local roads from the
existing Pearland Farms Section One Subdivision. The Final Plat will dedicate right-of-way
to assure that Veterans Drive is of adequate width.

AVAILABILITY OF UTILITIES: The subject parcel has water and sewer available for this
residential subdivision.

IMPACT ON EXISTING AND FUTURE DEVELOPMENT: This Final Plat is not expected to
have any adverse impacts on the surrounding development, but the fact that the required
infrastructure (Road, water and sewer) is not constructed is a concern.

PARKS, OPEN SPACE, AND TREES: Park fees will be required prior to the recordation
of this final plat.

1% INSPECTION FEES: One percent of the total cost of infrastructure will be paid prior to
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the recordation of this final plat.

ADDITONAL COMMENTS: There have been no additional comments submitted regarding
this development.

OUTSTANDING ISSUES: The Final Plat of Pearland Farms was never resubmitted and
therefore this plat has not addressed the required comments.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION: Staff recommends denial of the Final Plat of Pearland
Farms Section Two, as proposed by the applicant for the following reasons:

SUMMARY: The Villages of Towne Lake is an active adult community (55 and older),
which will include a total of 252 one-story garden style apartment homes. This replat of
the Villages of Towne Lake will create the second lot of the second phase of this
Planned Development in the form of two lots. The applicant has previously requested
the second phase of 126 apartments to have a separate lot and achieve access through
an access easement as allowed by the Unified Development Code.

A Variance #2012-06 from Section 4.2.1.2(a)(8e) and 4.2.1.2(a)(8f) to allow parking
bays along a frontage access easement where ten-foot minimum width raised islands
are required before parking bays and to allow the existing sidewalks in the community to
satisfy the four-foot wide sidewalks requirement. This replat is in conformance with the
approved Variance.

PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT OF THE VILLAGES OF TOWNE LAKE: The City

Council approved the Villages of Towne Lake on November 22, 2004. This Planned
Unit Development allowed for a total of 252 over 55 apartment units (Please see exhibit
1: Site & Landscaping Plan). At completion this project will have a total of 42 apartment
buildings each containing six units (See Exhibit 2: Elevations).

STATUS OF THE VILLAGES OF TOWNE LAKE: A total of 126 apartment units were
constructed during the first phase of this development (See Exhibit 3: Aerial Map). The
new parcel completely contain phase two, which includes 126 apartment units of this

development and would have access through an access easement from Village Drive, a
100 foot private road.

PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT: LOT STANDARDS

This replat displays two lots from the original 27.4346 acre single lot platted in January
7, 2012. The proposed new lot ‘A’ will be 15.5136 acres and lot ‘B’ will be 12.9055
acres. Both of these lots satisfy the minimum area requirements as stipulated in the MF
(Multi-Family) Zoning District (See table 1).

COMFORMANCE TO THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN: The subject property is within
the Medium Density Residential land use designation on the City's Comprehensive
Plan/Future Land Use Plan. The Medium Density Residential allows for Single-family
lot sizes between 6,000 square feet and 7,000 square feet; patio homes and townhome
developments. The City of Pearland uses the Future Land Use Plan as a guide to
implement zoning, in this case, the approved Village of Towne Lake has a higher
density than the Future Land Use Plan allows. However, this density was approved by
council with the Villages of Town Lake Planned Unit Development.

CONFORMANCE TO THE THOROUGHFARE PLAN: The subject property is served
by Village Drive a 100-foot wide private road and proposed internal access easements.

ADDITONAL COMMENTS: This plat has been reviewed by city staff with additional
comments from the Fire Department. During the construction of Phase Two, the access
easement that connects to Industrial Drive will have to be improved to the requirements
of the Engineering Department for secondary emergency access.

SITE PLAN CONSIDERATIONS: The current site plan does not satisfy the minimum
setbacks suggested by the MF (Multi-Family) zoning district, but the Planned Unit
Development of the Villages of Towne Lake demarcates phase two in its current
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configuration. This variation was depicted on the Planned Unit Development and the
proposed lot ‘B’ is located completely within this development, staff sees no issue with
this request.

TRAFFIC AND TRANSPORTATION: A Traffic Impact Analysis was previously
approved by the Engineering Department.

UTILIITES AND INFRASTRUCTURE: Water and sewer service are available to for this
subdivision.

STORMWATER MANAGEMENT: A Detention Plan was previously approved by the
Engineering Department.

PARKS, OPEN SPACE, AND TREES: An agreement for Parkland Dedication Fees
was created, therefore no parkland dedication fees are required.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION: Staff recommends conditional approval of the Replat of
the Villages of Towne Lake as proposed by the applicant, for the following reasons:

1. The proposed subdivision will not cause any adverse impacts on the surrounding
properties.

2. This request is in conformance with the Comprehensive Plan and Villages of
Towne Lake Planned Unit Development

3. The development review process will assure the development of this property is
in conformance with the building code and the Villages of Towne Lake Planned
Unit Development.

SECTION B: PROJECT INFORMATION AND SCOPE OF WORK

Purpose

The City of Pearland Cultural Plan will present a long range framework, and an achievable 3-5
year course of action that reflects the cultural preferences and priorities of Pearland citizens and
results in opportunities for increased promotion of tourism and the hotel industry within the
City. The plan will assess the current provisions of cultural activities in Pearland and identify
opportunities for future growth and change. It will include a policy framework together with
specific strategies, structures, and funding requirements for implementation. The planning
process will be designed to ensure broad community participation in its development as well as
widespread understanding and support for its recommendations.

The Pearland Parks & Recreation Department
The Parks & Recreation Department is a municipal department whose vision is to be the leader
in providing quality services that connect the community through people, parks & programs.

The department provides a Summer Concert Series funded with general fund dollars in addition
to other performing arts performances at various events. The department also administers a
newly created Cultural Arts Grant program that is in its infancy.

Planning Context

Pearland is the fastest growing suburb of Houston and, according to Forbes Magazine in July of
2007, was the 34" fastest in the nation. According to the 1990 Census Pearland’s population
was 33,833 and the 2013 projection is 111,126 with a current median age of 34.5.

Pearland is ideally located minutes away from downtown Houston and the Texas Medical
Center, two major ports and Hobby Airport.

Planning Leadership

The Parks & Recreation Department will be the lead agency for the citywide Cultural Plan
project, receiving direction from a steering committee to be appointed by the Mayor. This
Steering committee is expected to include representatives from the City of Pearland’s elected
and appointed officials, City staff, Pearland Independent School District, Pearland Destination
Marketing, Pearland Arts League, local arts and cultural organizations, individual artists business
owners and civic organizations.

Budget

The City of Pearland has allocated between $30,000-$50,000 for consulting services for the
Cultural Plan. Although the intent is to produce a comprehensive plan that reflects the
community’s priorities, it is anticipated that the consultant(s) will dedicate a major portion of
the effort to the areas of concentration outlined below. In addition, it is anticipated that staff



and steering committee members will participate in and assist with the planning process and
engage in a creative dialogue with the consultant(s). Respondents should indicate what level of
staff effort they envision, understanding at city staff resources are very limited. The cost of the
overall project will also be a consideration in the evaluation of proposals received.

Scope of Work
In consultation with PARD staff, the contractor(s) will:
e Design a broadly participatory citywide planning process
e Develop a City of Pearland Cultural Plan
e Provide implementation strategies for this plan that include specific action steps,
funding requirements, responsible entities, and evaluation benchmarks.

Concentration Areas

The following should be used as the broad concentration areas of the Plan with the continual
focus being on the promotion of tourism and the hotel industry:

Access and Participation: Identify the kinds of cultural activities and amenities preferred by a
broad range of stakeholders, and evaluate how they align with existing programs/services as
well as with the civic goals.

Organizational structure and administration: ldentify current structure of cultural arts
administration and provide recommendations for potential organizational structure to meet the
current and future cultural needs of the community.

Cultural Facilities: Assess unmet community cultural facility needs and recommend options.

Cultural Funding: Assess current public and private funding mechanisms and identify specific
models for future support, both monetary and non-monetary.

It is anticipated that these tasks will be accomplished through a combination of quantitative
data, personal interviews, focus groups, public forums or hearings and other public engagement
activities.

Deliverables

Deliverables will be reviewed and accepted by PARD staff and members of the steering

committee. Deliverables will include, at a minimum, the following:

1. Status reports detailing work that has been accomplished and what work remains to be
done along with each invoice.

2. Draft plan that identifies key issues and prioritizes specific goals, strategies, timelines,
responsible entities, and resources required (financial or human) for implementation;

3. Final plan incorporating necessary revisions

4. An executive summary

5. Copies of all instruments and raw data obtained used to gather information; and



6. Suitable documentation of public meetings and/or events.

NOTE: Documents should contain sufficient text and graphic materials to effectively
communicate their meaning. The final plan and executive summary shall be produces in 8.5 x 11
inches format and made available to PARD in printed and electronic form. A duplicate,
unbound, hard copy shall be provided. The consultant is required to provide 20 copies of the
final plan and 40 copies of the executive summary.

Will provide a focal
point for both internal and external inquiry and development
opportunities. Will provide a unified vision and coordinate City
resources. Will represent the CPC task force within the City
operations.
