EXECUTIVE SUMMARY
The following is a repeat of what was provided:to you af the first workshop: Dunkin, Sefko, and
Associates completed the Comprehensive Plan Update, which was approved in July of 2004. As’
part of the original contract, the firm was to prepare a Unified Development Code for the éity
based upon the recommendations of the Update. The Unified Development Code is combining
several of the development related ordinances into a single document. It is the intent to have
inconsistencies between the various codes removed and clarification on some of the more unclear
requirements corrected in the document as well. Several recommendations were made as part of
the Update including the addition of residential zone classifications, mixed use district creations,
and the conversion of SD designation to more appropriate zoning districts. These
recommendations were also included in the Unified Development Code. Prior to the public
hearing, staff had invited a group of businesses, etc within the business community to a

"presentation put on by Nick Finan and Lata Krishnarao on the UDC. The Planning and Zoning

Commission held several workshops on the UDC prior to the city council.




During November city staff held a couple of additional workshops with developers, realtors,
builders, etc. to gain additional input as directed by city council. A final workshop was held with
City Council on November 21. All changes that were recommended at the workshop have been
incorporated into the final document. The final draft was placed on the website on December 5 as
directed. Most changes were clarifications, but the anti-monotony and fagade sections have been
changed.

The city attorney, after the meeting of November 21%, had determine that we should conduct an
additional public hearing since there were several changes to the proposed code as a result of the
discussions with developers, even though none of the changes seemed substantive. Stafftook this
time to correct some other wording and perform some additional clarification. On January 4, a
new redline version was placed upon the website and all developers, realtors, etc on the various
lists including those who attended the previous meetings were notified that an updated version
was placed on the website.

Attached is a list of the changes. The website has the original changes in red and the recent
changes in green. '

Two points will be discussed with city council for clarification: The voting requirements of the
city council after P&Z recommendation and that the fagade requirements are to be the same in the
overlay districts as in the Fagade section of Chapter 2, Exterior Building Design.

SUMMARY: The applicant is requesting approval of a Specific Use Permit for a church
and related church facilities. The subject property is currently zoned as Single Family
Dwelling District (R-1). The subject property is currently developed with a building that
does not appear to be a single family residence. The applicant has indicated that they plan
to utilize the existing building for a church on the subject property.

CONFORMANCE TO THE LAND USE AND URBAN DEVELOPMENT ORDINANCE: The
subject property is currently zoned as R-1. The minimum lot size for the R-1 district is
8,800 square feet and the minimum lot width is 80 feet. The subject property currently
consists of 2 lots, which together meets these minimum lot size and lot width requirements.

The applicant will be required to comply with all other requirements of the Land Use and
Urban Development Ordinance.

PLATTING STATUS: The subject property consists of 2 lots. It appears that these two
lots were originally platted as part of Skyway Manor subdivision. However, a plat may need
to be submitted and approved, combining both lots into one lot, prior to the issuance of a
building permit.

CONFORMANCE TO THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN: The Comprehensive Plan (2004
update adopted on July 26, 2004) recommends “Low Density Residential” for the subject
property and for many of the surrounding properties on Piper Road. The Comprehensive
Plan further indicates that the appropriate zoning districts for “Low Density Residential” are
the Estate Lot Single Family Dwelling District (R-E) and the Single Family Dwelling District

R-1.  Therefore, the proposed Specific Use Permit does not conflict with the
Comprehensive Plan.

CONFORMANCE TO THE THOROUGHFARE PLAN: The subject property has frontage
on Piper Road, local/residential street. The Thoroughfare Plan does not specify any

AVAILABILITY OF UTILITIES: There is currently a 12 inch water line on the west side of
Piper Road. There is a 12 inch gravity main sanitary sewer line within Piper Road.

Availability and adequacy of utilities will be reviewed during the review of any subdivision
plat or building permit applications submitted for the subject property.

IMPACT ON EXISTING AND FUTURE DEVELOPMENT: The subject property is currently
zoned as R-1. A church is permitted by approval of a Specific Use Permit in any of the
residential zoning districts. A church is permitted by right in the other non-residential
zoning districts, such as OP, NS, GB, and C. The applicant chose to keep the residential
zoning district rather than change to a non-residential zoning district due to the adjacent
land uses within the subject area, due to the low density residential recommendation in the
Comprehensive Plan, and to be more compatible with the existing and future land uses
within the area. [f the church project does not occur for whatever reason, the subject
property would have an underlying zoning district of R-1 and could be developed with
single family residences.

if the zone change and specific use permit are approved, the applicant may be responsible
for the submittal of a traffic impact analysis (TIA) in order to determine the impact of the
proposed development on adjacent roadways and adjacent properties, as well as the
locations of driveways.

The applicant has not submitted a site plan for informational purposes. Staff requested
that the applicant submit a site plan, so that we could have a general idea about the layout
of the proposed church, parking areas, etc.

The existing building on the subject property does not appear fo be a single family
residence, but rather a large building. The applicant has indicated that they intend to utilize
the existing building for the church. The applicant has also indicated that, in the future,
they may wish to add additional buildings to the subject property. The applicant should

Els'ﬁi _be aware that the Building Code/Fire Code may require updates to the existing
uilding.

Specific Use Permit Considerations:
The proposed Specific Use Permit is a discretionary item for review by the Planning and

Zoning Commission and City Council, and additional safeguards and conditions can be
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placed on the approval of the Specific Use Permit. With the subject property being zoned
for R-1 zoning, several ordinances would not apply to residential properties. A church is
not a residential use, but is not considered a commercial use and would not be subject to
certain ordinances under the R-1 district regulations. Because of this, Staff recommends
that the following items be taken into consideration:

1. Dumpster screening. Tracts zoned R-1 typically do not have dumpsters located
upon them. If the applicant intends to place dumpsters in site, Staff recommends
that the following requirement be specified within the motion: “All refuse containers
placed on the subject property shall be screened from public view on all sides with
an opaque fence.”

2. Landscaping. The Landscape Ordinance does not apply to R-1 zoned properties.
Therefore, in order to have the development of the subject property comply with the
landscape ordinance, Staff recommends that the following requirement be specified
within the motion: “Development of the subject property shall comply with
Landscape Regutations of the ordinance that is effective at the time that a building
permit application is submitted.”

3. Building fagade. The building fagade ordinance does not apply to R-1 zoned
districts, or any other residential district. There is'an existing building on the subject
property that does not appear to meet the masonry standard of the ordinance. Staff
recommends that the following requirement be specified within the motion:
“Development of the subject property shall comply with the Building Fagade
Reguiations as it applies to commercial property of the ordinance that is effective at
the time that a building permit application is submitted.”

(the building fagade ordinance as it applies to commercial property requires
100 percent masonry or glass en and walls visible from a public or private
roadway or abutting residential zoned districts)

4. Screening (fence) between uses. The subject property is directly adjacent on the
north side to a tract of land zoned R-1, and the property to the south, although
zoned Suburban Development District (SD), is developed with a single family
residence. If the Commission and Council believe that a screening fence is
necessary, the type, height, and location of the fence would have to be specified in
the motion. Staff is of the opinion that a screening fence is not necessary, and

would provide obstacles to linkages between the residential properties within the
area.

PUBLIC COMMENTS: Public notice/comment forms were mailed to property owners
within 200 feet of the subject property under consideration. A legal notice of public hearing
JPH 01-16-06
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was published in the local newspaper, and a Zoning Sign was placed on the subject
property.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION: Staff recommends approval of the Specific Use Permit for
a church, for the following reasons:

1.

The existing zoning for R-1 conforms to the “Low Density Residential” land use
designation as recommended by the Comprehensive Plan, and a church is
permitted by approval of a Specific Use Permit in the R-1 district (if the church
project does not come to fruition, the subject property could be developed with R-1
lots).

The proposed specific use permit is consistent and compatible with existing
residential districts and single family residential land uses within the subject area,
and a church tends to be compatible with residential land uses.

Staff also recommends that the following items be conditions of the Specific Use Permit:

1.

PLATTING STATUS: The subject property has not been platted. The subject property will
need to be platted in accordance with the Subdivision Ordinance, prior to issuance of a
building permit. The plat wili need to address all requirements listed in the Subdivision
Ordinance, and be approved by the Planning and Zoning Commission. The plat will need
to be filed for record with the County Clerk, prior to issuance of a building permit.

CONFORMANCE TO THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN: The Comprehensive Plan (2004
update adopted on July 26, 2004) recommends “Retail Node” uses for the subject property.

Retail nodes were discussed in the 1999 Comprehensive Plan. A retail node is an area of
retail, office, and service uses at the intersection of two major thoroughfares, instead of °
continuous strips along the length of either thoroughfare. A retail node can prevent
undeveloped properties along streets from developing as sections of Broadway Street
have developed through the center of Pearland. Retail nodes prevent shallow depth lots,
numerous driveways that impair mobility, numerous small buildings with no architectural
unity, and numerous signs. According to the Comprehensive Plan, a minor retail node
should comprise less than 25 acres.

The proposed OP zoning district conforms to the Comprehensive Plan designation of retail,
office, and services as part of a “Retail Node.”

CONFORMANCE TO THE THOROUGHFARE PLAN: The subject property has frontage
on Kirby Drive and County Road 58, both secondary thoroughfares with ultimate rights-of-
way of 100 feet. When the subject property is piatted, additional right-of-way dedication
may be necessary for Kirby Drive and County Road 59.

No other roadways affect the subject property.

AVAILABILITY OF UTILITIES: At this time, there are no utilities available for the subject
property. However, as the Southgate residential subdivision is developing, water and
sewer lines are being constructed in the vicinity of the subject property to serve those
residential lots.

Availability and adequacy of utilities will be reviewed during the review of any subdivision
plat or building permit applications submitted for the subject property.

IMPACT ON EXISTING AND FUTURE DEVELOPMENT: The requested OP district
should have a minimal impact on the surrounding residential properties. The OP district is
the least intense of all the non-residential districts. The OP district permits office uses and
very limited retail uses.

The applicant originally applied for a Commercial District. After discussion with Staff, the
applicant decided that commercial was too intense for the subject area as it is surrounded
by R-2 properties, and subsequently changed their request to an OP district.

The Comprehensive Plan describes a retail node as an area of less than 25 acres that
provides retail, office, and services uses to surrounding neighborhoods. Larger scale retail,
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office, and commercial developments will be located within the Business Park zoning
districts along SH 288, that will serve a larger, regional area.

If the zone change to OP is approved, the applicant will be responsible for the construction
of a 6 foot high masonry fence along the northern and eastern property lines, due to the
adjacent residentially zoned tracts, as the site is developed.

Also, if the zone change for OP is approved, the applicant may be responsible for the
submittal of a traffic impact analysis (TIA) in order to determine the Impact of the proposed
development on adjacent roadways and adjacent properties, as well as the locations of
driveways.

PUBLIC COMMENTS: Public notice/comment forms were mailed to property owners
within 200 feet of the subject property under consideration. A legal notice of public hearing
was published in the local newspaper, and a Zoning Sign was placed on the subject

property.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION: Staff recommends approval of the zone change for OP, as
proposed by the applicant, for the following reasons:

1. The requested Office and Professional District (OP) conforms to the “Retail Node”
designation in the Comprehensive Plan, which is to provide for small scale retail,
office, and service uses.

2. The OP district will provide retail, office, and service uses to serve the nearby
residential neighborhoods.

3. The OP district is the least intensive of the non-residential districts, and does not
have the potential to cause a negative impact to the surrounding residential
neighborhoods.

CONFORMANCE TO THE LAND USE AND URBAN DEVELOPMENT ORDINANCE: The
applicant is requesting a GB zoning district. The minimum lot size for the GB district is
22,500 square feet, the minimum lot width is 150 feet, and the minimum lot depth is 125
feet. The subject property in its present configuration meets these minimum requirements,
as the subject property is 635 feet in width along future McHard Road, 133 feet in depth at
its deepest point, and is approximately 0.718 acres in size.

CONFORMANCE TO THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN: The Comprehensive Plan (2004

subject property and for many of the surrounding properties on Hatfield Road. The
Comprehensive Plan further indicates that the appropriate zoning districts for “Medium
Density Residential” are the Single Family Dwelling Districts R-2, R-3, and R-4.

The applicant has applied for a permit for the construction of a storage building for the
storage of equipment. This would typically be permitted as an accessory structure in a
residential zoning district, being an accessory to a main use, the main use being the
residence. Since the subject property has been separated from the main use (the house),
the building cannot be permitted as an accessory building. Also, storage for a business
would not be considered as accessory in the R-2 zoning district. The applicant has
indicated that the building would be a storage area for the storage of lawn equipment and
other equipment related to his business.

The rfaqu_ested zone change to General Business District has the potential to cause
negative impacts on the surrounding properties and residential lots within the subject area.

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All surrounding properties are currently zoned as Single Family Dwelling District (R-2),
even though many of the surrounding properties are cutrently undeveloped. A residential

impact on the surrounding residential lots as well as the neighborhood as a whole. The
proposed GB uses will bring in additional traffic, business, and noise that is associated with
a general business district. The GB district permits a range of non-residential uses, such
as automobile uses, gasoline service station, a wide range of retail, office, and business
uses, as well as many other more intense uses.

During the review of the Comprehensive Plan in 2003 and 2004, the Steering Committee
and the Planning and Zoning Commission and City Council looked at the land use planin
this area, especially along the alignment of McHard Road, due to McHard Road being a
major thoroughfare. The Committee, the Commission, and the Council decided that non-
residential uses along McHard Road should be contained within Retail Nodes, such as the
Retail Node shown on the Future Land Use Plan, just west of the subject property, at the
intersection of McHard Road and O'Day Road. The City did not want to change entirety of
land uses along McHard Road, so as to avoid-non-residential developments along both
sides of McHard Road, such as Broadway Street is currently developing.

SUMMARY: The applicant is requesting a change in zoning on the subject property,
approximately 0.92 acres, for commercial district uses. The subject property is currently
zoned as R-1. The subject property consists of 2 lots, which is currently developed with a
mobile home and garage. The applicant has indicated that they plan to construct a notary
office on the subject property if the zone change is approved. Staff is unclear if the
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applicant intends to remove the existing mobile home and garage from the subject
property. ‘

A notary office is a permitted use within the Commercial District (C). It is also a permitted
use within the General Business District (GB), the Neighborhood Service District (NS), and
the Office and Professional District (OP). Staff informed the applicant of the differences
between these districts, but the applicant specifically wanted the Commercial District (C).
Staff asked the applicant if they wanted to conduct the office as a home occupation, but
the applicant indicated that the office would have several customers during a given day,
and they would want to post a sign, both of which are prohibited under the home
occupation ordinance.

SURROUNDING ZONING AND LAND USES:

CONFORMANCE TO THE LAND USE AND URBAN DEVELOPMENT ORDINANCE: The
applicant is requesting a C zoning district. The minimum lot size for the C district is 22,500
square feet and the minimum lot width is 150 feet. The subject property in its present
configuration meets these minimum requirements, as the subject property is 190 feet by
212 feet, and is approximately 0.92 acres in size.

The applicant will be required to comply with all other requirements of the Land Use and
Urban Development Ordinance.

PLATTING STATUS: The subject property consists of 2 lots. A plat may need to be

subm_ittted and approved, combining both lots into one lot, prior to the issuance of a building
permit, -
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CONFORMANCE TO THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN: The Comprehensive Plan (2004
update adopted on July 26, 2004) recommends “Low Density Residential” for the subject
property and for all of the surrounding properties on Harkey Road and Willow Street. Tt_]e
Comprehensive Plan further indicates that the appropriate zoning districts for “Low Density
Residential” are the Estate Lot Single Family Dwelling District (R-E) and the Single Family
Dwelling District (R-1). Therefore, since the proposed zone change for C provides for non-
residential uses, the proposed zone change does not conform to the Comprehensive Plan.

CONFORMANCE TO THE THOROUGHFARE PLAN: The subject property has frontage
on Harkey Road, a secondary thoroughfare with an ultimate right-of-way of 100 feet. The
subject property also has frontage on Willow Street, a local/residential street. The
Thoroughfare Plan does not specify any improvements to Willow Street. The applicant
may be required to dedicate right-of-way for Harkey Road when and if the subject property
is platted, if adequate right-of-way does not exist for this roadway. :

No other roadways affect the subject property.

If the zone change for C is approved, the applicant may be responsible for the submittal of
a traffic impact analysis (TIA) in order to determine the impact of the proposed
development on adjacent roadways and adjacent properties, as well as the locations of
driveways.

AVAILABILITY OF UTILITIES: There is a 16 inch water main on the west side of Harkey
Road. There is an 8 inch gravity main sanitary sewer line on the north side of Willow
Street, and a 36 inch gravity main sanitary sewer line on the west side of Harkey Road.

Availability and adequacy of utilities will be reviewed during the review of any building
permit applications.

IMPACT ON EXISTING AND FUTURE DEVELOPMENT: The requested zone change to
Commercial District has the potential to cause negative impacts on the surrounding
properties and residential lots within the subject area. The east/west streets intersecting
Harkey Road, such as Terrell Drive, Sharondale Street, Cottonwood Street, and Willow
Street, are largely developed with single family residences and many are zoned as R-1.
Several of the SD lots are developed with either single family residences or mobile home
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residences. A large tract zoned for R-3 currently exists further to the north on Harkey
Road, and is proposed to be developed as a future phase of a residential subdivision.

Along the west side of Harkey Road, there are a couple of non-residential uses. A day
care has been approved by a Specific Use Permit for the R-E zoned tract on the south side
of Terrell Drive, and south of the day care tract is a septic system company (the septic
system company is currently zoned SD and is a non-conforming use).

Introducing a C tract within this largely residential area could have a negative impact on the
surrounding residential lots as well as the neighborhood as a whole. The proposed C uses
will bring in additional traffic, business, and noise that is associated with a commercial
district. The C district permits uses the widest range of non-residential uses, such as
automobile uses, gasoline service station, a wide range of retail, office, and business uses,
as well as many other more intense uses.

In November of 2003, the property owner of two lots at the northeast corner of Harkey
Road and Larrycrest Drive (two streets north of the subject property) submitted a zone
change to Neighborhood Service District (NS), and the intent was to redevelop an existing
convenience store on that lot for neighborhood service district uses. That request was
denied by the Planning and Zoning Commission, tabled by the City Council, and eventually
withdrawn by the applicant, due to many of the same concerns mentioned here. Also,
another property owner submitted a zone change for the property directly to the south of
the subject property for General Business District (GB), which was denied by the City
Council in March 2005, and then subsequently submitted for Neighborhood Service District
(NS), which was denied by the City Council in June 2005.

The applicant has indicated that they plan to use the subject property for a notary office.
When Staff contacted the applicant to discuss the zone change, Staff explained to the
applicant the recommendations of the Future Land Use Plan, the differences between the
C, GB, NS, and OP districts, and the previous denial of other zoning cases for non-
residential uses within the area. The applicant specifically stated that they wished to move
forward with a zone change for Commercial District.

Staff does not recommend approval of the zone change for Commercial District, nor would
Staff recommend approval of a less intense non-residential district, GB, NS, or OP. The
Proposed Zoning Map that is to be adopted as part of the UDC shows this subject property
and many surrounding SD properties as being proposed to be zoned as SR-12 (a new
residential zoning district) that is a low density residential zoning district.

PPBLIC COMMENTS: Public notice/lcomment forms were mailed to property owners
within 200 feet of the subject property under consideration. A legal notice of public hearing

was published in the local newspaper, and a Zoning Sign was placed on the subject
property.
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STAFF RECOMMENDATION: Staff recommends denial of the zone change for C, as
proposed by the applicant, for the following reasons:

1. The proposed zone change for C does not conform to the “Low Density Residential”
land use designation as recommended by the Comprehensive Plan, and the SR-12
zoning district as shown on the Proposed Zoning Map.

2. The proposed zone change for C is inconsistent and incompatible with existing R-1
residential districts and single family residential land uses within the subject area.

3. The proposed zone change for C has the potential to cause negative impact on the
surrounding residential land uses by introducing an increase in traffic, service
vehicles, noise, as well as other impacts brought about by non-residentia! land uses.

. SUMMARY: The applicant is requesting a change in zoning on the subject property for a
Q Commercial District (C). The subject property is currently undeveloped. The applicant has
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indicated that they plan to use the subject tract as part of the commercial development
occurring at the adjacent shopping center.

The applicant previously applied for a change in zoning on the same subject property in
October 2004, for a Commercial District (C). The previous zone change was not approved.
The Planning and Zoning Commission did not recommend approval of the zone change
for three reasons, as follows:

1) The subject property did not meet the size requirements of the Commeroial District.

2) Since the property does not meet the size requirements of the Commercial District,
the property would have to be platted to combine it with the other commercial
property directly adjacent to the subject property. There was concern that the plat
should be submitted first to address the size issues and then submitted for a zone
change.

3) Asdiscussed during the Joint Public Hearing in October 2004, the criginal plars for
the subject property were for it to serve as a detention pond.

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CONFORMANCE TO THE LAND USE AND URBAN DEVELOPMENT ORDINANCE: The
applicant is requesting a C zoning district. The minimum lot size for the C district is 22,500
square feet and the minimum lot width is 150 feet. The subject property is platted as part
of the shopping center to the east, and therefore, in its present configuration meets these
minimum requirements.

The applicant will be required to comply with all other requirements of the Land Use and
Urban Development Ordinance.

PLATTING STATUS: The subject area has been platted as part of the Country Club
Plaza, approved by the Planning and Zoning Commission. on September 19, 2005.
Therefore, no further platting is required at this time.

CONFORMANCE TO THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN: The Comprehensive Plan (2004
update adopted on July 26, 2004) recommends “Retail, Office, and Services” and
“Public/Semi-Public” uses for the subject property. The Comprehensive Plan further
indicates that the appropriate zoning districts for Retail, Office, and Services are the
General Business District (GB), the Office and Professional District (OP), and the
Neighborhood Service District (NS), and the appropriate zoning districts for Public/Semi-
Public uses are “any other district.”

The Comprehensive Plan indicates both uses mentioned above for the subject property.
The lines shown on the Comprehensive Plan for two separate recommended zoning
districts are not definite lines. It could be interpreted that the Public/Semi-Public uses
should only include the library, chamber building, and City Hall, and should not include the .
existing commercial district which is developing as a parking lot. The City has sold the
subject property and the adjacent commercial tract to the applicant.

The proposed Commercial District does not conform to the recommended Retail, Office,
and Service uses shown on the Comprehensive Plan. However, the subject area is
located adjacent to a Commercial tract with the same owner as the subject property, and is
now platted as the same lot as the tract to the east. 1t is unlikely that the subject property
could be developed to its current residential zoning district.

CONFORMANCE TO THE THOROUGHFARE PLAN: The subject area itself has no
frontage on a street. However, the subject property is part of a larger lot that has frontage
on Liberty Drive and Broadway Street. Access to the subject property can be provided
from internal driveways within the shopping center, from Liberty Drive and Broadway
Street.

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When the subject property was recently platted, the applicant dedicated additional right-of-
way for Liberty Drive, an 80 foot wide major collector street, and Broadway Street, a 120
foot wide major thoroughfare.

No other roadways affect the subject property.

AVAILABILITY OF UTILITIES: There is a 10 inch water line on the south side of
Broadway Street (FM 518), and a 10 inch water line on the east side of Liberty Drive, and
an 8 inch water line extending through the parking lot on the east side of the subject
property.

There is a 4 inch gravity main sanitary sewer line on the west side of Liberty Drive. There
is also an 8 inch gravity main sanitary sewer line on the north side of the subject tract.

Availability and adequacy of utilities will be reviewed during the review of any building
permit applications.

IMPACT ON EXISTING AND FUTURE DEVELOPMENT: The portion of the lot directly to
the east and the tract extending to the corner of Liberty Drive and Broadway Street are
currently zoned for Commercial uses. The subject property has been platted with and is
under the same ownership as the property to the east. The applicant plans to incorporate
the subject tract into the development of the existing shopping center.

If the subject property is rezoned to a Commercial District, it would share the southern and
western property lines with properties zoned as R-4. Therefore, the applicant would be
adjacent to residentially zoned properties and therefore, screening between uses would be
required if all adjacent properties remain zoned as they currently are, when the subject
property is developed.

On the Proposed Zoning Map, the subject property is not proposed to change, but to
remain zoned as R-4.

PUBLIC COMMENTS: Public notice/comment forms were mailed to property owners
within 200 feet of the subject property under consideration. A legal notice of public hearing
was published in the local newspaper, and a Zoning Sign was placed on the subject
property.
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Q STAFF RECOMMENDATION: Staff recommends approval of the zone change for C, as
proposed by the applicant, for the following reasons:

1. Although contrary to the Comprehensive Plan recommendation of Public/Semi-
Public uses, the subject property is no longer owned by the City, but is under the
same ownership as the adjacent commercial development at the intersection.

2. The proposed zone change is consistent with existing commercial uses and zoning
districts at this corner of the intersection, and is owned by the same party that owns
the shopping center and parking lot, and is currently platted as part of the same lot
with the adjacent shopping center and parking lot.

3. The subject property is unlikely to be developed to its current zoning district of R-4,
due to its configuration and the surrounding developed uses.

c¢. On its west side, it fronts a City of Pearland Fee Strip and a Center
Point Energy’s electrical easement.

d. On its south side, it fonts City of Pearland’s public library facility.

2- Because of the subject tract’s location, means of access and size, we
Feel that it would: not be reasonable or practical as residential development.

3- We acquired this tract in a transaction with the City of Pearland, whereby we
conveyed a portion of commercially zoned, corner tract that we own, at the



southwest corner of FM 518 and Liberty Road for the purpose of construction a
right turn lane at the corner by the City. The acquisition of the subject tract was
part of this transaction. Since we‘ve given up certain area that could be
developed commercially, we would like the same opportunity to develop the
subject tract commercially as well.

The zoning district
assignment is generally based on location of property, and of the three recommended land
uses, GB is the most intense and NS is the least intense.

CONFORMANCE TO THE THOROUGHFARE PLAN: The subject property has frontage
on Broadway Street (FM 518), a major thoroughfare with an ultimate right-of-way of 120
feet. When or if the subject property is platted, additional right-of-way dedication may be
necessary for Broadway Street.

The Future Land Use Plan designates
the surrounding properties to the west and south for retail, office, and service uses, and,
although these properties remain in the ETJ (outside the city limits), it is anticipated that
they will continue to develop as retail, office, and service uses. An office building was

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C) recently constructed directly to the south of the subject property, and a day care facility
currently exists on the west side of the subject property.

SUMMARY: The applicant is requesting a change in zoning on the subject property for a
Commercial District (C). A portion of the subject property is currently developed with a
warehouse or commercial building. The subject property is currently zoned as Heavy
Industrial district (M-2). The applicant has indicated that they plan to construct a new
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building for the Pearland Lions Club on the subject property. The Pearland Lions Club
would be classified as a “Civic Center” or “Civic Club” and would not be permitted in the
current M-2 district. However, a civic center or civic club is permitied in the Commercial
District (C), which the applicant has requested.

. SURROUNDING ZONING AND LAND USES:

Zoning - Land Use
North Light Industrial District (M-1) Undeveloped land

CONFORMANCE TO THE LAND USE AND URBAN DEVELOPMENT ORDINANCE: The
applicant is requesting a C zoning district. The minimum lot size for the C district is 22,500
square feet and the minimum lot width is 150 feet. The subject property in its present
configuration meets these minimum requirements, as the subject property is over 1,000
feet in width along State Highway 35, and is over 6 acres in size.

The applicant will be required to comply with all other requirements of the Land Use and
Urban Development Ordinance.

PLATTING STATUS: Based on the legal description submitted with the zone change
application, it appears that the subject property has not been platted. The subject property
may need to be platted in accordance with the Subdivision Ordinance, prior to issuance of
a building permit. The plat will need to address all requirements listed in the Subdivision
Ordinance, and be approved by the Planning and Zoning Commission. The plat will need
to be filed for record with the County Clerk, prior to issuance of a building permit.

However, if the applicant is able to submit documentation indicating that the subject
property has been in its present configuration since March 1981, platting may not be
required. March 1981 is the effective date of the Subdivision Ordinance, which requires all
properties within the City of Pearland to be platted upon a change in configuration.
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CONFORMANCE TO THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN: The Comprehensive Plan (2004
update adopted on July 26, 2004) recommends “Industrial” uses for the subject property
and for the surrounding properties on the west side of Main Street (SH 35) and south of
Magnolia Street. The Comprehensive Plan further indicates that the appropriate zoning
districts for Industrial uses the Light Industrial District (M-1) and the Heavy Industrial District
(M-2). Therefore, the proposed zone change does not conform to the Comprehensive
Plan.

CONFORMANCE TO THE THOROUGHFARE PLAN: The subject property has frontage
on State Highway 35 (Main Street), a major thoroughfare with an ultimate right-of-way of
120 feet. The subject property also has a small amount of frontage on Magnolia Street, a
secondary thoroughfare with an ultimate right-of-way of 100 feet. If the subject property is
required to be platted, additional right-of-way dedication may be required for either of these
two roadways.

No other roadways affect the subject property.

AVAILABILITY OF UTILITIES: There is an 8 inch water main on the west side of SH 35
(Main Street).

There is currently no sanitary sewer service available for the subject property.

Availability and adequacy of utilities will be reviewed during the review of ahy subdivision
plat or building permit applications submitted for the subject property.

IMPACT ON EXISTING AND FUTURE DEVELOPMENT: The applicant is requesting a
Commercial District on an undeveloped tract of land for the development of a civic ciub
facility. The civic club is not a permitted use in the current M-2 district, which is the reason
the applicant has requested a zone change.

The existing zoning map indicates that all of the property between SH 35 and the railroad is
zoned either M-1 or M-2, which is zoned in accordance with the recommendation of the
Comprehensive Plan.

The subject property is adjacent to existing industrial facilities on the south and west sides.
There are also several undeveloped properties zoned Commercial District on the east side
of State Highway 35 (Main Street). If the subject property were rezoned to Commercial
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District, any commercial activity could be built on the subject property, not just the Lions
Club facility.

The subject property does not serve as a transition district to any more intense zoning
district, since it is located at an intersection and is surrounded by other industrial facilities.
Changing the zoning of the subject property could start a domino effect for the rezoning of
other properties for commercial uses along State Highway 35.

The Compreheriswe Plan designates the properties between the railroad and SH 35 for
either industrial or Light Industrial uses. The propertles along the east side of SH 35 are
designated for Business Commercial uses.

The Proposed Zoning Map does not change this area to any other district. The existing
zoning of M-2 is proposed to remain as M-2 for the subject property and the surrounding
properties to the west of SH 35, which is in conformance to the Comprehensive Plan.

If the zone change for C is approved, the applicant may be responsible for the submittal of
a fraffic impact analysis (TIA) in order to determine the impact of the proposed
development on adjacent roadways and adjacent properties, as well as the locations of
driveways.

PUBLIC COMMENTS: Public notice/lcomment forms were mailed to property owners
within 200 feet of the subject property under consideration. A legal notice of public hearing
was published in the local newspaper, and a Zoning Sign was placed on the subject

property.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION: Staff recommends denial of the zone change for C, as
proposed by the applicant, for the following reasons:

1. The proposed zone change for C does not conform to the “Industrial”’ land use
designation as recommended by the Comprehensive Plan, and the M-2 zoning
district as shown on the Proposed Zoning Map.

.2. The proposed zone change and use for C is inconsistent and incompatible with
existing M-2 and M-1 zoning districts and industrial uses within the subject area.

3. The proposed zone change for C does not serve as a transition to any other zoning
district.

4, There are undeveloped properties to the east of SH 35 that are zoned Commercial
District (C) and are designated for Business Commercial in the Comprehensive
Plan, and would be zoned appropriately for the applicant’s intended use.

PROPERTY LOCATION:

The subject parcel is located south of Broadway, east of Almeda Road (FM 521)
and west of Southern Trails Development. County Road 59 borders part of the
property on the south side. The parcel is located immediately south of existing

SUMMARY:

This PUD proposes to expand the boundaries of the existing 3323.6-acre SCR
PUD to include an additional 453 acres. The total area of the amended PUD will
amount to 3776.6 acres (roughly 14% increase).

It is the intent of the applicant to develop this additional parcel in a similar manner
as the current SCR development. Therefore the applicant is proposing that all
existing elements of the SCR PUD be incorporated in this development and
addendum. However, they do not propose to develop it exactly with the same
ratios, but use the same guidelines.

The SCR PUD was approved in 1999 with a maximum of 12,723 dwelling units for
3323.6 acres. The applicant is proposing to use the cap of 12,723 units in an
expanded area of 3776.6 acres. There were no other density requirements
specified in the original SCR PUD.

The proposal also includes commercial sites, and a Jr. High School site. A
detailed composition of Land Use is proposed in the PUD document. In summary,
of the total 53 acres, the following composition is proposed.

Easements & ROW'’s 39.5 acres
Parks/Recreation* 101.2 acres
(No public parks are proposed. This includes area

maintained by HOA, detention, drill sites and landscape

easements.

Non-Residential 44 1 acres
(Commercial and School)

Single-Family Residential** 268.2 acres

* Open space (Recreation Center and Neighborhood Parks & Tot lots amount to
12.4 acres.

** In discussions with staff the applicant has stated that the residential is not
limited to single family and can include townhomes and multi-family
development.

SCR Addendum
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CONFORMANCE TO THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN AND LAND USE AND
URBAN DEVELOPMENT ORDINANCE (ORDINANCE):

Comprehensive Plan: As stated in the PUD the Comprehensive Plan
recommends half-acre single-family residential lots and some light industrial uses
for area along Almeda School Road.

Current Zoning: Approximately one-third of the subject parcel is zoned Light
Industrial (M-1) while the rest is zoned Estate Lot Single Family (R-E). R-E zone
requires a minimum lot area of 21,780 sq ft. The current zoning conforms in
general to the recommendations of the Comprehensive Plan. The proposed PUD
would not conform to the current zoning.

The density proposed in the Unified Development Code for R-E district is 1.3 units
per acre. The PUD does not state the density in terms of units/acre. However
based on the overall number of units and sizes of lots the proposed PUD would
not conform to the Comprehensive Plan.

CONFORMANCE TO THE THOROUGHFARE PLAN:
Broadway: The Thoroughfare Plan identifies Broadway as a Major Thoroughfare
requiring 120° ROW. The PUD conforms to the Thoroughfare Plan in this regard.

Extension of Spinnaker Bay Dr.: The Thoroughfare Plan identifies the extension of
Spinnaker Bay Dr., from Broadway to the southern end of the parcel as Secondary
Thoroughfare requiring 100°' ROW. The PUD shows a 90’ and 80' ROW.

The PUD also proposes a connection to the adjoining Southern Trails PUD,
however it is not clear if the connecting street is proposed to be a minor collector
(60" ROW) as proposed in the Thoroughfare Plan.

A Traffic Impact Analysis may be required to ascertain if any other improvements
are required.

CONFORMANCE TO SURROUNDING CHARACTER: The surrounding area,
especially to the north and east is developed or being developed as predominantly
single-family residential with some commercial and multi-family sites.

The Southern Trails PUD to the east was approved in 2003 with a maximum
overall density of 3.89 dwelling units per net acre (excluded detention, easement
and ROW dedication for thoroughfare but not internal streets) based on a
maximum of 1502 homes on 386.2 residential use acres. Gross density for the
entire 487.6-acre site (including commercial, detention, streets etc.) was approved
at 3.08 lots per acre. Of the 386.2 residential acres, 39% of land was for lots
conforming to R-1, 39% to R-2, and 22% to R-3.

SCR Addendum
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The SCR PUD was approved in 1999 with a maximum of 12,723 dwelling units for
3323.6 acre. A conceptual land plan was submitted showing lot widths ranging
from 50" wide to 125’ wide. The applicant has stated in recent discussions that the
land pan was conceptual and did not govern the location or size of lots as long as
the number of lots did not exceed the cap of 12,723. However, based on staff's
analysis of the Conceptual Land Plan, the following approximate breakdown was
proposed. The percentages are based on the total number of lots shown on the
Land Plan.

50-59" wide lots 42%
60-69’ wide lots | 35%
70-79 wide lots 9%
80-89’ wide iots 8%
90-124" wide lots 4%
125" wide lots 2%

The proposed development in general will be similar to those that are developed
or planned in that area.

STAFF REVIEW COMMENTS:

Staff is in the process of reviewing the PUD. Additional comments may be
forthcoming based on the discussion at the Joint Public Hearing and further review
by staff. -Staff will prepare a detailed list of comments after the JPH.

Development of a large tract as a Planned Unit Development provides a great
opportunity to develop this area in a comprehensive and planned manner. The
overall development of the Shadow Creek Ranch area that exists now has been
perceived as a positive development for the City. SCR development has
established certain design and development guidelines that the .City has embraced
for the entire City in the proposed Unified Development Code. The SCR
development has also assisted in development of infrastructure in a timely manner
and spurred growth in areas west of SH 288.

Staff is generally in favor of @ comprehensive plan for that area.

Some of the issues that staff would need input and guidance are as follows:

1. Staff understands that the Land Plan showing the original PUD was
conceptual with regards to type of housing, lot sizes and densities and the
number of units was the governing factor. Since the applicant was not able
to accomplish that goal, the land area was increased and the same
guidelines are proposed to be applied here. This is a new concept that is
being proposed — the application of guidelines approved for a certain area
'to be transferred to another area within the City after a period of time. Staff
is concerned that this practice might set a precedent and is not sure what

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ramifications this might have in the future. City is a constantly evolving
entity. Each area in the City has different characteristics and needs that
change over a period of time due to growth, demand, new ordinances and
standards. The context under which guidelines are framed and evaluated
needs to respond to the current situation.

. The applicant has indicated that the proposal is an addendum to the

existing SCR PUD. Since the additional area is substantial, outside the
existing boundaries, extends into another proposed land use pattern, and
crosses another major thoroughfare, staff analyzed this as a separate PUD
as well as an amendment. It was also a general concern among the staff
that due to the changes in the Ordinances since 1999, when the original
PUD was approved, that it is important to review the original SCR PUD
guidelines to see how they compare with the current requirements and
those being proposed in the UDC.

In fairness to others who had submitted proposals in this general area staff
felt that we had to apply the same criteria and principles. Therefore, staff
reviewed two other PUD proposals that were recently not favored by the
City Council and Planning and Zoning Commission. The two proposals,
outlined below, were similar to the proposed SCR Addendum, in fact more
restrictive in density and open space. Since density and non-compliance
with the Comprehensive Plan were issues discussed when these other two
proposals were considered, staff felt that it was important to review this
PUD s as a separate PUD also. These two proposals were withdrawn by
the applicants.

1. Ridge Rock PUD was proposed on 71.7 acres, east of Southern Trails
and south of Broadway. The overall density proposed was 3.6 dwelling
units per net acre (excluding detention but including local streets) based
on a maximum of 198 homes on 55 residential acres. Gross residential
density proposed was 2.93 lots per acre. Lot sizes were not specified.
This was a mixed use PUD and included 10 acres of commercial uses.

2. 132 acre FM 521/Broadway PUD was proposed on the western part of
the site being considered. The gross density proposed was 3.16 units
per acre (417 units on 132 acres) and the nef density was 5.75 dwelling
units per acre (412 units on 72.5 residential acres). The net density did
not include local streets. This was a mixed use PUD and included 15
acres of commercial and industrial uses.

Some of the requirements have been highlighted here:

SCR Addendum
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Open Space Requirements: The new PUD addendum proposes
a number of parks and land-scaped areas to be maintained by
HOAs. However, the new PUD addendum does not propose any
additional open space to be dedicated. At the time of original
PUD approval open space was dedicated along Clear Creek,
some of which was part of wetland/flood plain mitigation. The
Proposed Uses Map for the original SCR PUD indicated that
116.8 acres were demarcated for public park purposes (inciuding
24 7-acre wetlands area). Based on current Parkland Dedication
Ordinance adopted in December 1999, 127.2 acres would be
required for 12,723 lots. If this Ordinance were applied to the
new development, 34.9 acres (excluding wetlands area and
assuming that all other areas dedicated in 1999 would meet the
current criteria) would be required in addition to that already
dedicated. If considered separately, for the total of 1113 lots
proposed in the Conceptual Master Plan for the addendum, 11.1
acres would be required per current standards. City does not
include HOA parks as part of the required parkland. The 9 acres
dedicated for parks and tot-lots are proposéd to be HOA
controlled.

Staff understands that the original PUD did not discuss density
levels and the cap on the units was the guiding factor. Recently,
density had been discussed widely by both the Counciland P & Z
Commission. In light of this, staff did some preliminary analysis
for the proposed addendum. In the 268.2 acres designated for
residential (excluding detention), 1113 lots are proposed. This
results in a density of 4.15 units per acre. If 156% is excluded for
internal streets, the net density amounts to 4.9 units per acre.
R-E zone (current zone of the property) proposes 1.3 units per
acre net density. The original PUD proposed 12,723 lots on 1739
gross residential acres, resulting is a gross residential density
of 7.3 units per acre.

The applicant has stated that they do not want to limit themselves
to 1113 lots, but could add additional units (single-family or multi-
family amounting to approximately 2000 units) to reach their
maximum of 12,723 units. This could create a higher density.

The applicant has also pointed out in discussions with staff that
the proposed Conceptual Plan is merely conceptual and should
not be used as a reference when the parcels are platted. The
number of units, size of lots (no minimum lot area requirement)
and type of residential (single or multi-family) are subject to
change.

Currently, the existing PUD has 6119 single-family lots platted in
all the residential reserves and 240 multi-family units built on one
of the nine multi-family sites (approx. 14 acres). Other multi-
family sites have not been developed yet. A total of 192.8 acres
were designated for multi-family use. This would allow 3,732
multi-family units on 192.8 MF acres designated in the original
PUD (based on the approved density of 19.36 units per acre).
Additionally, 1,546.1 acres were designated for single-family use
in the original PUD.

The table below summarizes the data.

* All single-family tracts shown in the Master Plan have been
platted.

The SCR development was approved with 8' sidewalks on one
side of thoroughfares and collectors. Major roads such as Kirby,
etc. have sidewalks on one side only. The Engineering Design
Criteria Manual was adopted in June 2000 and requires minimum
6’ wide sidewalks on both sides of thoroughfares and collectors
and 4’ wide along both sides of other local streets. Pedestrian
safety and walk-ability has been widely discussed recently during
the Comprehensive Plan process. As proposed, the same
standards approved in the original PUD document will be
followed and sidewalks will be provided only on one side of
thoroughfares and collectors. Staff recommends that
sidewalks be provided on both sides of all streets. The
Engineering Department has requested that typical streets
sections be added in the PUD. Additionally, there may be some
other engineering standards such as drive spacing, etc. that were
not applicable in 1998.

Design guidelines being followed by the current SCR are
considered as being of high standards and therefore were used
as a model for formulating guidelines related to landscaping,
buffering, fencing, parking etc. in our UDC. This was to ensure
the other developments in the City would maintain the same

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standards set by SCR. The current SCR PUD does not specify
any guidelines or standards. In this regard staff had discussed
that some of these guidelines should be made part of the PUD or
a statement be added in the addendum that the new section
would conform to the requirements of UDC. This would also
apply to non-residential sites and include corridor overlay district
requirements for Broadway. It is staff opinion that this would
ensure quality development if the project is taken over by some
other developer.

Revisions regarding Land Use table etc. need to be made in the
original SCR PUD document to reflect this addendum.

Master Parks Plan and Connectivity — The applicant has
indicated that the north-south Street will be extended all the way
to CR 59. The plans will be modified to indicate this. The
proposed development will be connected to the adjoining
Southern Trails development by a street with sidewalks. The
PUD does not indicate if any trail connection is proposed along
Broadway. The Parks department has recommended that the
drainage areas in the City be connected with minimum 8' wide
trails on 12’ wide easements. The subject area has a drainage
easement and Parks recommends that a trail be provided along
that easement.

The PUD proposes residential zones that do not correspond to
the residential zoning district in the City's ordinance. The original
PUD document included a map that showed all the classifications
(SCR R-1 to SCR R-8) and had guidelines for each of the
classifications. The map in the original document — Figure 9 — A
Proposed Land Use Map For Shadow Creek Ranch does not
show these different zones clearly due to the use of similar
colors. The new PUD Addendum does not include this map. For
staff to understand what guidelines are to be imposed it is
important to clarify the map in the original document and provide
a similar map for the addendum.

Engineering Department has indicated that water, sewer and
drainage will be reviewed separately.

As stated earlier this PUD assists the City with widening of
Broadway, and provides for comprehensive development, although other
PUD proposals could have been incorporated into the TIRZ.

Infrastructure such as water and sewer has been sized for 11,723
lots and the proposed PUD will not need any additional capacity.

CONFORMANCE TO THE LAND USE AND URBAN DEVELOPMENT ORDINANCE: The
subject property is currently zoned as Commercial District. The minimum lot size for the C
district is 22,500 square feet and the minimum lot width is 150 feet. The subject property in
its current configuration meets these requirements, as the subject property is 316 feet in
width along SH 35, and is over 9 acres in size.

The applicant will be required to comply with all other requirements of the Land Use and
Urban Development Ordinance.

PLATTING STATUS: Based on the legal description submitted with the zone change
application, it appears that the subject property has not been platted. The subject property
may need to be platted in accordance with the Subdivision Ordinance, prior to issuance of
a building permit. The plat will need to address all requirements listed in the Subdivision
Ordinance, and be approved by the Planning and Zoning Commission. The plat will need
to be filed for record with the County Clerk, prior t¢ issuance of a building permit.

However, if the applicant is able to submit documentation indicating that the subject
property has been in its present configuration since March 1981, platting may not be
required. March 1981 is the effective date of the Subdivision Ordinance, which requires all
properties within the City of Pearland to be platted upon a change in configuration.

CONFORMANCE TO THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN: The Comprehensive Plan (2004
update adopted on July 26, 2004) recommends “Light Industrial” uses for the subject
property and for the properties to the north, south, and west. The Comprehensive Plan
further indicates that the appropriate zoning districts for “Light Industrial” is the Light
Industrial District (M-1), The existing Commercial zoning district for the property currently
conflicts with the recommendations of the Comprehensive Plan, as the Commercial zoning

has been in place for several years. The current C district does allow storage and mini-
warehouse by the approval of a Specific Use Permit. Mini-storage is also permitted by
Specific Use Permit in the General Business District (GB), the Light Industrial District (M-1),
and the Heavy Industrial District (M-2).

CONFORMANCE TO THE THOROUGHFARE PLAN: The subject property has frontage
on State Highway 35 (Main Street), a major thoroughfare with an ultimate right-of-way of
120 feet. If adequate right-of-way for Main Street does not exist, the applicant will be
responsible for the dedication of any necessary right-of-way during the review of a plat.

No other roadways affect the subject property.

AVAILABILITY OF UTILITIES: There is an 8 inch water main on the east side of SH 35
(Main Street). There is an 8 inch gravity main sanitary sewer line on the west side of SH
35, and an 8 inch gravity main sanitary sewer line that runs north/south through the subject
property, and for a short distance along the north side of the subject property.

Availability and adequacy of utilities will be reviewed during the review of any subdivision
plat or building permit applications submitted for the subject property.

IMPACT ON EXISTING AND FUTURE DEVELOPMENT: The requested specific use
permit should not cause any negative impacts on the surrounding properties within the
subject area. The surrounding properties are all zoned as Commercial District or Light
Industrial District. The proposed mini-storage facility would be required to meet all
regulations in the Land Use Ordinance (or the ordinance effective ‘at the time the building
permit is applied for), including building facades, landscaping, and screening between
uses, as well as others. The applicant would be responsible for the construction of a 6 foot
high masonry fence along the eastern property line, where a property line is shared with
the MF. (multi-family residential) tract.

If the proposed Specific Use Permit is approved, the applicant may be responsible for the
submittal of a traffic impact analysis (TIA) in order to determine the impact of the proposed
development on adjacent roadways and adjacent properties, as well as the locations of
driveways. '

The attached preliminary site plan is submitted for informational purposes only and is
conceptual in nature, and has not yet been reviewed for compliance with all applicable
ordinances.

The above referenced Planned Unit Development (PUD) was discussed at the
Joint Public Hearing (JPH) on November 21, 2005 and at a joint workshop of the
Planning Zoning Commission and Council on November 7, 2005.

The Planning & Zoning Commission had tabled action on this item and had asked
the applicant to address the issues raised at the JPH, P & Z meeting and add
clarity and definitiveness to the document.

Staff has been working with the applicant and a revised PUD was submitted on
January 12, 2006. This memo is the original memo given to P & Z Commission at
the JPH with current modifications and applicant'’s responses added in red

The applicant will be available to make a presentation to the Council and the
Commission at this public hearing and address questions and concerns.
SUMMARY:

- The subject property is generally located on the west side of SH 288 and
south of Broadway.  More specifically the property will be bounded by the
proposed CR 566 on the east, Broadway on the North, proposed Kirby
Road on the west and private property on the South.

- The subject property is approximately 160 acres.

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Upon build out, more than 1,000,000 square feet of development is
anticipated in this Lifestyle Center.

The subject property is currently zoned “SD” — Suburban Development
District.

This Lifestyle Center PUD, called Pearland Town Center is proposed to be
a mixed use commercial development composed of traditional fashion
department stores, retail shops, restaurants, entertainment uses,
commercial office, multi-family housing (up to 300 units — originally 400
units were proposed), hospitality (200—reem hotel — number of rooms not
limited in the revised PUD), and civic land uses with appropriate public and
pedestrian amenities integrated throughout the development. An 18-acre
portion of the PUD is proposed to accommodate a multi purpose event and
performing arts center along with retail and entertainment uses.

CONFORMANCE TO THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN: The Comprehensive Plan

recommends Business Park uses in this general area (along SH 288) with low
density residential for the western part of the site. Business Park district is a non-
residential district that recommends large office complexes/campuses and retail
development that create high quality development thereby enhancing the City’s

. Maintenance responsibility of all proposed open spaces and amenities

has not been clarified in the PUD document. The PUD does not clarify
if any open space is being dedicated to the City.

The location of residential has not changed Applicant has indicated
that since this is a more urban setting geared towards young
professionals and others without children, there is a market for such kind
of housing.

7. The site plan shows a parking garage on each side of the residential
buildings.  Staff recommends that parking garages to be more
concealed -- either located more internally to the other structures or
screened with some type of attractive facade treatment.

Applicant has indicated that the fagade requirements and architectural
guidelines will apply to garages also. This needs to be included in the
PUD on page 24.

8. Please note that a Traffic Impact Analysis will be required at the time of
platting and all resulting requirements need to be met. TXDOT permits
would be required for traffic and circulation plan. The driveway
locations, alignment of streets (including CR 566, entrance drives etc.)
are not final as shown in the PUD and will be based on a Traffic Impact
Analysis and approvals from City and TXDOT.

Page 6 — Circulation — Please add a note that all driveway locations,
streets and access points will be designed as per the requirements of
the TIA and upon approval by the City and TXDOT.

Applicant has acknowledged that a TIA will be required.

9. Label ‘Description of Tract’ as ‘Exhibit A’ as referred to in page 1.

The PUD states that there will be no minimum lot size and allows lot
widths of 30 feet. Is this an issue?

Page 12 — This remains in the PUD. However, applicant has stated that
lots will meet all other requirements of Subdivision Standards in
Chapter 3 of UDC, unless mentioned in Article 1X.

Staff recommends that sub-area E be excluded from Article IX. 1.

Gross Leasable Area also excludes mezzanines, public auditorium, and
management office in addition to other spaces. These areas all would
be occupied and would require parking spaces. Therefore staff
recommends that these be included in Gross Leasable Area, if used for
parking and other calculations.

Applicant will address the parking ratios at the meeting. These ratios,
according to the applicant are based on industry standards.

13. Page 3: Composite Parking Ratio: Current requirement for multi family

is 2.5 spaces per unit and for hotel is 1.1 per guest room. Staff is in
favor of reduced parking as proposed if the applicant can demonstrate
that the provided parking (one space for each hotel room and two
spaces for each multi-family unit) is adequate. Same comments for
page 9.

The ratio for multi-family has been changed to 2.5 spaces/unit from 2
spaces/unit.

Typically outdoor storage and display needs a Specific Use permit in C
zone and is prohibited in a GB zone. Is outdoor storage and display an
issue? Should it be specifically addressed?

Page 11 & 12. Allows limited outdoor display adjacent to building and in
Fountain and Carousel Plaza.

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15. Page 5 — Sub-Area “E” — The PUD states that this area may be
developed as either retail or residential. It does not clarify what kind of
residential or specify density for residential use. This needs to be
clarified in the PUD.

Page 8 & 9 — Mixed uses are allowed, including multi-family (16 units
per acre)

16. Sub-Area “F” — Staff recommends that the storm management area be
treated as an amenity and provide walking trails. Staff recommends that
the word “_ _ storm management area but may contain pedestrian trails
_ _ ' be reworded to replace “may” with a “shall”’. A concept plan needs
to be included in the PUD to show amenities provided around the
detention basin area.

Page 6 & 23 — Sub-area F is proposed to be treated as an amenity with
landscaping, trails, benches etc.

17. Page 7 — Height & Yard Requirements:

a. The PUD states that no parking setback shall be required from
any public or private streets created within the PUD. Do these
include Town Center Dr and Main St? The PUD needs to identify
public and private streets. Has been clarified.

b. The PUD allows minimum frontage of 30’ and flag lots. Is this
OK? Has not been changed.

¢. Inthe past, City Attorney’s office has concurred with staff's that
no parcel/lot can be carved out and sold unless that exact
configuration was shown on a plat. If their master plat does not
have each lot laid out, then whenever they further subdivide to
sell off lots they will have to plat those new lots according to the
Subdivision Ordinance. City's legal department has advised that
there is no way around that under state law or our ordinance.
Therefore the language needs to be modified to reflect this. Wil|
meet subdivision requirements under the UDC.

d. Also, the subdivision ordinance requires that all lots created
need to have frontage and access from a public or private street.
Access through an easement, as mentioned in the PUD, would
not be consistent with the Subdivision Ordinance. Will meet
subdivision requirements under the UDC.

18. Entrance walls/signs, ground monumental signs, landscape elements
etc. should be located outside the visibility triangle. Please add this in
paragraph 4 under section F on page 7.

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19. The PUD proposes an impervious area of 85%, including storm water
detention areas. Staff recommends that based on current practice, the
storm water detention areas not are included in these calculations.

20. Staff recommends that for multi family residential common recreational
area be provided as per current ordinance at a rate of 600 sq.ft. for each
dwelling unit with appropriate landscaping and pedestrian trails and
within 300 feet of all units as required by the Ordinance.

Pages 12-13. For sub-area E, the applicant is complying with the
requirements of the UDC.

However for sub-areas A,C,or D, the applicant would like to provide the
open space anywhere in sub-areas A ,B,C,D or F. The minimum
dimension is proposed to be 25' instead of 80 as required by UDC. The
applicant is proposing that any common open space designated as an
amenity will contain a 8" wide multi-purpose trail with landscaping and
seating areas. The applicant has indicated that if the site is not
developed for multi-family residential use then this trail amenity will not

be provided.

Staff is in favor of this trail facility. Even if residential were not to
be located on this site, this amenity would be beneficial to the City
and enhance the project. Therefore staff would request the
Commission and Council to evaluate the benefits of this trail for
the entire community, even if residential were not built on this site.

21. Page 10 — The PUD states that due to the fact that all plant material on
site will be removed a tree survey shall not be required. Staff
recommends that a tree survey be required, just like all other
developments, to determine if there are any protected trees on site and
to ensure that a mitigation plan is provided. Also, if there are trees on
site worth saving, then they should be encouraged to do so.

Discussed with Parks Director and Assistant City Manger. The applicant
will perform a tree inventory as per City’s requirements.

22. Page 10 - It is stated that a comprehensive landscape plan will be
developed. The PUD does not include that plan.
Done - The Site Plan and Preliminary Site Plan include information on
landscaping.

23. Page 10 — Meaning of “Landscape Area” — The PUD states that
landscape areas needs to be greater that one foot. Staff recommends
that this width be increased to 6 feet as required by the ordinance.
Addressed. Increased to 6' and 3’ width in compliance with UDC.

24. Storm Water Management Areas

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a. Page 10 — PUD states — unpaved portions of Storm Water

included as landscaped areas. Therefore staff recommends that
detention area, including unpaved portions of required detention area
and the shoulder around, not be included as landscaping.

This applies also to page 13, under Landscaping On-Site and Related
Location — iii.

Clarified — page 8 — City Engineer needs to approve.

25.Page 13 —F) 111. — PUD states up to 10 % of any future development

parcel may be designated as landscaping and included in the
calculation. Staff is not in favor of this since this would prevent the
landscaping to be integrated within the development.

26. Page 14 — The PUD states that interior parking lot landscaping shall not

be required within the parking areas on Town Center or Main Streets.
